SYNOPSIS 

Kill Bill Vol. 1 and 2 tell the story of “The Bride”, a former assassin who 

wakes up from a four-year coma after being attacked on her wedding 

day by her ex-boss and lover, Bill, and the Deadly Viper Assassination 

Squad. 

She decides to take revenge on everyone who betrayed her, one by 

one. In Volume 1, the story focuses on her brutal fights and revenge 

missions against O-Ren Ishii and Vernita Green. Volume 2 goes deeper 

into her past, her training with the cruel master Pai Mei, and her final 

confrontation with Bill.

After trying to leave her violent life behind, she is 

attacked on her wedding day by her former boss and lover, Bill, and the 

other members of the squad. They shoot her in the head, and she falls 

into a coma for four years. 

When she wakes up, The Bride decides to take revenge on everyone 

who betrayed her. She creates a list of names and starts to find them 

one by one. Her first fights are with Vernita Green in California and O-Ren 

Ishii in Japan. The fight with O-Ren and her gang, the “Crazy 88,” is one 

of the most famous scenes in Kill Bill Vol. 1. The Bride wins, but she still has 

more enemies to face. At the end of Volume 1, we learn a shocking 

secret.
